Road, Air & Sea Transport

For transport by road, Crown uses its own fleet of
specialized vehicles, so clients can be assured that
their artwork will be safe and secure throughout the
journey. For transport by air, Crown will coordinate
the activity at the airport. The artwork will be safely
stored at a customs-bonded warehouse. Some
clients choose to have their heavy arcwork shipped
via sea, a lower-cost option if there is flexibility in

the timing of the delivery.

Convoy Services

Crown also offers Convoy Services for artwork
that is small enough to be hand carried. A Crown
professional can pick up, hand carry and deliver the
artwork personally—either by airplane or by car.

Courier Assistance

Clients may also choose Crown’s CourierAssistance
service. For transport by road, a specially-trained
Crown staff member can accompany an outside
courier during the transport. For transport by air
or sea, the Crown staff member can accompany the
courier to and from the airport or port of entry. He

or she will also arrange all the travel documents and

coordinate accommaodations.

Customs Assistance

Artwork that is transported internationally may be
subject to strict customs regulations. Crown Fine Arts
can handle all of the formalities on its client's behalf,
from export authorizations to import licenses.

Delivery & Unpacking

Crown will deliver the artwork, disassemble the
crates and carefully remove the artwork from the
crates. Each item will be cross-checked against the
inventory list and all packing materials and debris
will be quickly removed.

Hanging Services

As exhibitions are changed, a Crown team can
assist with the storage, setup and installation of new
artwork. Crown's staff is fully trained to ensure a
safe and secure transition, supervising the artwork

itself and watching over the people in the vicinity.

Secure Storage Services

Crown has over 200 worldwide storage facilities
with state-of-the-art security features. These
climate-controlled facilities can store and protect
artwork of all sizes, ranging from large, bulky pieces
to smaller works of art. A number of Crown's

facilities also feature vaults and safes, to further
safeguard high-value artwork.

For projects that require special handling such as
unusually heavy artwork, a visit from one of Crown's
staff members is a necessity.
